
GUIDELINES FOR EXTENSION CLUB SCHOLARSHIPS
 

The Almeda Goolsby Scholarship...
Amount:  $500 per academic year will be awarded at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee.

This amount could be awarded to one student or divided among several.  Scholarship will cover

any major.

Applicant must be an enrolling Freshman or Sophomore in any New Mexico accredited college,

university , or accredited vocational school/program of the applicant’s choice.  Applicant should

have a grade point of 2.5 or better.  They must also be a graduate of a Chaves County High School,

have a summary of goals, resume’ of high school and college accomplishments, transcript or

certified verification of high school or college grades, and a letter of reference. 

 

Preference will be given to a dependent or member of Chaves County Extension Clubs.  Can be a

present or former member.  The local scholarship committee will screen all applicants with

verification help from the corresponding school.

 
The Jewell Limacher Scholarship…
Amount:  $500 per academic year will be awarded at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee.

This amount could be awarded to one student or divided among several.  Scholarship will cover

any major.

 

Applicant must be an upper classman (Junior or Senior) at New Mexico State University with a

grade point average of 2.5 or better.  Preference will be given to a  graduate of a Chaves County

High School, have a summary of goals, resume’ of high school and college accomplishments,

transcript or certified verification of college grades, and a letter of references.

Preference will be given to a dependent or member of Chaves County Extension Clubs.  Can be a

present or former member.

 

NMSU Office of Financial Aides will help screen all applicants, but the local scholarship committee

will make the final selection.  Application blanks will be available from either the NMSU Financial

Aide Office or the Chaves County Extension Office.

 
The Extension Council Scholarship…
Amount:  $250 per calendar year will be awarded to an Extension Club member preparing for a

vocation to enter the work force.  Preference will go to an Extension Club member, but others may

apply.  Applicant may be enrolled in an accredited college or university or vocational-type school

or program.  No specific stipulations accompany this award.  Selection will be at the discretion of

the Scholarship Committee, with verification as needed from the corresponding educational

agency.
